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A man who downloaded sexually
explicitmaterial involving children
after he joined a Telegram chat
group in which members shared
pornography had his jail term in-
creased from six weeks to eight
months on May 15.
The prosecution had appealed to

the High Court for a heavier sen-
tence to be handed down to Randy
Rosigit, 28, who had initially been
sentenced by a district court in
2023.
The High Court panel, compris-

ing Chief Justice Sundaresh Me-
non, Justice Tay Yong Kwang and
Justice Vincent Hoong, will issue a
written judgment at a later date.
Randy, an Indonesian and Singa-

pore permanent resident, had
pleaded guilty to a charge of pos-
sessing two still images and six vid-
eos that constituted child abuse
material.
These had been shared in a Tele-

gram group that he joined in June
2021.
The two still images showed un-

derage girls whowere naked, while

the six videos depicted girls in vari-
ous sexual acts.
One video shows a girl, who ap-

peared to be under six years old,
being groped by a man.
The duration of the videos

ranged from 51sec to 37min and
46sec.
The images and videos were

found in his portable drive andmo-
bile phone after the police raided
his home on Oct 22, 2021.
Twoother chargeswere taken in-

to account during sentencing. One
was for gaining access to child
abuse material in May 2020 via a
web address, and the other was for
possessing 119 obscene films that
were not child abuse material.
On May 15, Deputy Public Prose-

cutor Gail Wong appealed for at
least six months’ jail for Randy.
She asked the court to set out a

sentencing framework for the of-
fence of possessing child abuse
material to reflect the need for de-
terrence.
Under the law, the maximum

punishment is five years’ jail, with
possible caning and fine.
The prosecutor urged the court

to consider the challenges of inves-
tigating such offences and the

growing volume of child abusema-
terial circulated worldwide.
DPP Wong contended that the

sentencing factors include the
quantity of material involved, the
nature of the abuse depicted, and
whether the offender distributed
or traded the material.
She proposed classifying the

types of material into two catego-
ries: the first for more heinous ma-
terial depicting penetrative sex,
sexual contact or physical violence,
and the second for abuse that did
not involve physical contact.
The DPP argued that in Randy’s

case, five of the pieces of material
in his possession fell within the
first category and that his starting
sentence should be 12 to 15months’
jail.
After taking into account the

May 2020 offence and adjusting
the sentence downwards for his
guilty plea, theDPP said a sentence
of eight to 10 months’ jail would be
appropriate.
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Videos of
underage girls
were found in
Randy Rosigit’s
portable drive
and phone when
police raided his
home.

A man who shared a bed with his
girlfriend and her then13-year-old
daughter sexually assaulted the
teen when he thought she was

asleep.
The girl had flashbacks and

nightmares after the assaults, but
reported the matter only four

years later, as her mother did not
initially believe her.
The man, now 34, was sen-

tenced to two years’ jail and three
strokes of the cane onMay 15 after
pleading guilty to one count of
outrage of modesty.
He admitted to two other charg-

es of stealing a motorcycle and
riding it without a valid licence,
and was disqualified from holding
or obtaining all classes of driving
licences for two years upon his re-
lease.
Another charge of outrage of

modesty and one count of using a
motor vehicle without valid insur-
ance were taken into considera-
tion during sentencing.
The man cannot be named due

to a gag order to protect the identi-
ty of the victim, who is now 21
years old.
Deputy Public Prosecutor Lim

Ying Min told the court that the
victim’s parents separated in
2006. Her mother started a
relationship with the man in 2012
and moved in with him and his
family.
The victim lived with her pater-

nal grandparents but would occa-

sionally sleep over at the man’s
place duringweekends. Shewould
share a mattress with the couple,
with her mother sleeping in the
middle.
On one of the weekends be-

tween October and November
2016, the victim was lying on the
bed with her mother and the man.
The girl knew that her mother had
fallen asleep, as she could hear her
mother snoring.
While the victim was using her

mobile phone, the man sexually
assaulted her. Shocked, she
pushed his hand away.
The girl felt scared but did not

dare to wake up her mother. She
moved to the edge of the bed and
continued using her phone.
DPP Lim said the man thought

that the victim had fallen asleep
when he sexually assaulted her.
The same night, the victim felt

him touching her a second time.
She pushed his hand away again,
got out of bed and sat in a corner of
the bedroom as she did not dare to
return to the bed.
The victim told her mother

about the incidents twoweeks lat-
er.

DPP Lim said: “However, her
mother refused to believe her and
chose to stay with (the man) be-
cause she loved him.”
Over the years, the victim con-

tinued to speak to her mother
about what theman had done. She
eventually reported the matter in
December 2020, after her mother
gave her approval to do so.
While the man was out on bail

after being charged with the sex-
ual assault offences, he stole amo-
torbike in October 2023 and rode
it for about 15 minutes without a
valid licence.
His defence lawyer, Ms Shirin

Chew from Pro Bono SG, said in
mitigation that the man hopes to
turn over a new leaf and take care
of his family, especially his ill fa-
ther.
In sentencing, District Judge

Sharmila Sripathy-Shanaz said
the man had abused the victim’s
trust in him.
The judge added that the lasting

impact of the assault on the victim
was a relevant factor that she con-
sidered for sentencing.
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Aman targeted at least 22 victims
in phishing attacks over the
course of two years to access mul-
tiple women’s intimate images on
their socialmedia or cloud storage
accounts for his own sexual grat-
ification.
OnMay 15, K Eshwaran, 26, was

sentenced to 11months’ jail for his
crimes. A Republic of Singapore
Air Force regular, he has been sus-
pended from all work-related du-
ties.
Between January 2019 and No-

vember 2021, he used an illicit
website providing phishing ser-
vices to gain access to his victims’
accounts, where he searched for
compromising images.
The prosecution said that, in

several instances, he even reached
out to the victims’ contacts by
posing as the victims. He then
asked these contacts for intimate
images.
Multiple victims alerted the po-

lice and Eshwaran was caught.
Hewas released on bail but con-

tinued to commit a similar of-
fence, targeting a woman in a
phishing attack in January 2023
while he was under investigation.
He pleaded guilty to 10 charges

under the Computer Misuse Act,
including making unauthorised
access to his victims’ social media
accounts.
Twenty-one other charges were

considered during sentencing.
In 2019, Eshwaran registered for

an account on a website that
would gain him unauthorised ac-
cess to other people’s socialmedia
accounts.
He then targeted multiple peo-

ple he knew in real life, sending
them phishing links generated
through the website that he
tricked them into clicking.
Deputy Public ProsecutorsMat-

thew Choo and Joshua Phang said
in court documents: “The accused
told victims that their intimate
images had been posted onto so-
cial media sites.
“The accused then sent a phish-

ing link to the victims, telling
them that the link would direct
them to the page where their in-
timate images are posted.
“This phishing link then

brought the victim to a simulated
login page.”
To reinforce his cover story,

Eshwaran also sent his victims a
screenshot of either an image of a
woman with a sexually charged
caption or a screenshot of the vic-
tims themselves.
His victims were directed to a

simulated login page for various
social media sites after they
clicked on the malicious links.
Login credentials they entered

on the phishing page were cap-
tured by the website, and Eshwa-

ran could then access them via a
page on the portal titled “My Vic-
tims”.
The DPPs said Eshwaran also

used a “hackingmethod” to target
some of his victims.
He entered e-mail addresses

linked to his victims’ social media
accounts into the illicit website,
which generated a list of possible
login credentials for these ac-
counts.
Via trial and error, he used this

list of login credentials to access
the victims’ social media ac-
counts.
After obtaining the victims’ lo-

gin credentials by either method,
he would trawl through their ac-
counts to see if any intimate imag-
es were stored on them.
In some instances, Eshwaran

impersonated the socialmedia ac-
count holders to ask their online
contacts for intimate images. He
targeted people he thought might
have an intimate relationship
with the account users.
One of his victims was a 24-

year-old woman whom he sent a
phishing link to on or around Jan
29, 2019, to obtain the login cre-
dentials to her Facebook account.
He also pretended to be the

woman to send messages to six of
her contacts. Three of them re-
sponded but did not provide any
images.
They eventually informed the

woman of their suspicion that her
account might have been hacked,
and she alerted the police in May
2019.
Eshwaran’s bail was set at

$18,000 on May 15, and he is ex-
pected to surrender himself at the
State Courts on June 19 to begin
serving his sentence.
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In some instances,
Eshwaran impersonated
the social media account
holders to ask their
online contacts for
intimate images. He
targeted people he
thought might have an
intimate relationship with
the account users.
